Dear Dr. Murray:

This is a followup for Bernard with chronic kidney disease, hypertension and small kidneys.  Last visit in August.  Minor nocturia and incontinence, not very physically active, unsteady and some degree of dyspnea.  Soft stools but no bleeding.  Hard of hearing.
Review of System:  Other review of system done.  No hospital admission.
Medications:  Medications review diuretics, beta-blockers and remains on psychiatry medicines Zyprexa.
Physical Examination:  Present weight is stable 145 and blood pressure 164/70 on the right-sided.  Needs to check at home.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs and cardiovascular normal.  No ascites.  No edema nonfocal.  No rigidity.
Labs:  Chemistries in February, creatinine 2.9, which is baseline for a GFR of 20 stage IV.  Notice that this is his baseline level for at least 10 years or longer.  Labs reviewed.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IV stable.  No progression.  No symptoms.  Anemia has not required EPO treatment.  Present level of potassium normal.  No bicarbonate replacement.  No phosphorus binders.  Normal nutrition and calcium.  Blood pressure is poorly controlled although he was quite anxious.  Needs to check at home before we adjust medications.  Given the stability, no AV fistula yet.  Chemistries in a regular basis.  Plan to see him back in the next four to six months or early.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
