Dear Dr. Murray:

This is a followup for Janet with chronic kidney disease, hypertension, history of aortic valve replacement and small kidney on the left-sided.  Last visit in October.  No hospital emergency room.  Uses walker.  No falls.  Few pound weight loss.  Denies vomiting, dysphagia, diarrhea, bleeding or changes in urination.  Stable edema.  Chronic back pain.  No antiinflammatory agents.  Prior Roux-en-Y bariatric surgery.
Review of System:  Done extensively.

Medications:  Diuretics, Jardiance, beta-blockers and anticoagulation.
Physical Examination:  Today weight 157 and blood pressure by nurse 129/79.  Lungs are clear.  No respiratory distress.  No arrhythmia.  Has systolic murmur and increased S2 from the aortic valve.  Obesity of the abdomen.  Trace edema nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistry shows creatinine 1.7 for a GFR of 29 stage IV.  Labs review.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IV stable.  No progression.  No symptoms.  Blood pressure well controlled.  Tolerating Jardiance without infection.  Anemia has not required EPO treatment.  Presently normal potassium and acid base.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  No need for binders.  Continue present regimen.  Continue to follow.  Stable bariatric surgery Roux-en-Y.  No dehydration.  Stable aortic valve replacement.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
