CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup after laboratory test showed significant abnormalities.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with his wife and he has uric acid blood test, it was slightly elevated and the patient is already on purine free diet and he recently had right big toe pain and it is resolved after he took antiinflammatory medication.

The patient also has fasting lipid panel and triglycerides are very high; however LDL cholesterol was 117. The patient has prior history of hypertriglyceridemia and he was advised on low-carb and low-fat diet and to start exercises. The patient never had pancreatitis or abdominal pain.

Wife also stated that the patient had vitamin D deficiency in the past and is going to be rechecked in the next blood draw.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, double vision, ear pain, sore throat, swallowing difficulty, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for gout and hypertriglyceridemia. Medications at that time are none.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with his wife. He is IT professional. He never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use. He plays volleyball.
OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any cardiac murmur.

ABDOMEN: Slightly obese without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
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
