CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of left ankle pain.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she has noticed pain in the left ankle after minimal exertion, but lately she is feeling much better; however walking more than 200 steps causes minimal pain in the ankle joint. The patient has no history of falling down.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied excessive weight gain, dizziness, headache, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, or leg swelling.

OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness or edema. No significant tenderness of the left ankle and range of movement is not painful. Weightbearing is unremarkable.
