CARDIOLOGY CONSULTATION

CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient is an 81-year-old female seen preoperatively as she is scheduled for right knee surgery.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is an 81-year-old female who reports distant history of fall at approximately age 40. Approximately 3 to 4 years ago, she began having pain. She underwent conservative treatment to include corticosteroids. She initially noted some improvement. She was then referred for a second shot, which did not help. She has continued with pain, which she described as sharp and rated 5-6/10, it is worsened with weightbearing, pivoting or movement in general. The patient is now felt to require surgical intervention. She has had no chest pain. Exercise tolerance is limited by shortness of breath, which occurs on walking a couple of blocks.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Includes:

1. Mild aortic insufficiency.

2. Hypertension.

3. COPD.

4. Familial tremor.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY:
1. Hysterectomy.

2. Removal of nodule from parathyroid.

3. Tonsillectomy at age 5.

4. Breast cyst.

MEDICATIONS:

1. Amlodipine 2.5 mg daily.

2. Combivent 20 mcg inhalation daily.

3. Primidone 50 mg one daily.

4. Losartan 25 mg one daily.

ALLERGIES: PENICILLIN results in hives.

FAMILY HISTORY: Father died age 53 from myocardial infarction. A son died from ruptured aorta. A daughter had cancer.

SOCIAL HISTORY: She is a prior cigarette smoker. She has not smoked in 15 years. She notes prior alcohol use, but no other substance.
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REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Constitutional: She wears glasses.
Ears: She has deafness involving the left ear.

Respiratory: She has dyspnea.

Cardiovascular: She reports edema.

Gastrointestinal: She has and hemorrhoids.

Review of systems otherwise is unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 157/90, pulse 93, respiratory rate 20, and weight 188 pounds.

Cardiovascular: There is a soft systolic murmur in the aortic region.

Extremities: Reveal 1+ nonpitting edema.

Musculoskeletal: Left knee reveals tenderness at the medial joint line.

DATA REVIEW: EKG demonstrates sinus rhythm of 81 bpm. This is otherwise unremarkable.

IMPRESSION: This is an 81-year-old female who is seen preoperatively as she is scheduled for right knee surgery. She is noted to have history of mild aortic insufficiency, hypertension, and COPD. She has dyspnea, but no chest pain. She will require echocardiogram. She is cleared pending echocardiogram.
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
