Charlotte Jones was seen for neurological reevaluation and review of her concurrent treatment for Alzheimer’s disease infusion. As you may remember, her Amyloid PET/CT imaging studies completed in February 2025 were positive with evidence of diffusely increased Amyvid uptake throughout the cortical gray matter most intense in the prefrontal, lateral temporal and parietal areas showing a clear loss of normal gray-white contrast. No cerebellar uptake was identified.
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MRI scan shows no evidence of Leqembi infusion related cerebral degeneration or disease and as such is still qualified to resume the Leqembi infusions. She will be referred for continued care as obtained.

MRI scan of the brain, Enloe Imaging Center, on 02/17/2026 shows no sign of hemorrhage, edema, mass lesions, or abnormal diffusion restriction. No abnormal extra-axial collections. Involutional changes of the cerebral hemispheres and hippocampal formation. A few scattered foci of T2 prolongation are seen in the cerebral hemispheres white matter. The study is otherwise negative for ARIA-A and ARIA-S.
She is scheduled for infusion #18.
Her brain MRI scan is identified as expected. She can continue her Leqembi infusions.
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
