Dear Crystal:
This is a followup visit for Mrs. Gibson who was seen in consultation on September 9, 2025, for fluctuating creatinine levels and microscopic hematuria.  She is feeling well.  She has no symptoms of chronic kidney disease.  She has had no hospitalizations or procedures since her initial visit.  Her last urinalysis was negative for microscopic hematuria and the most recent creatinine level also within the normal range.
Review of Systems:  Negative.
Medications:  She is on Crestor, low dose aspirin, Ventolin inhaler if needed and gabapentin 300 mg daily if needed for pain.
Physical Examination:  Weight is 181 this is stable, pulse is 56 and regular and blood pressure is 118/74.  Lungs are clear.  Heart is regular.  Abdomen is soft and nontender.  No peripheral edema.
Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done February 6, 2026.  Creatinine is stable at 0.91, estimated GFR greater than 60, sodium is 142, potassium 4.0, carbon dioxide 26, albumin is 4.0, calcium is 9.5 and hemoglobin is 15.2 with normal white count and normal platelets and she does have chronically elevated bilirubin levels of unknown etiology, no cirrhosis according to imaging studies.  Also she has a history of calcified meningioma in the brain.  She had a recent CT scan of the brain that was negative for any changes.  She has no headaches or dizziness.
Assessment and Plan:
1. Microscopic hematuria, most recent urinalysis was negative for hematuria and negative for protein.
2. Hyperlipidemia currently stable and the patient will have labs annually and she will have a followup visit with this practice in 12 months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
