Dear Ms. Manning:

This is a followup visit for Mr. Carll with stage IIIB chronic kidney disease, type II diabetes and sarcoidosis with history of elevated calcium levels.  His last visit was July 1, 2025, and today he is accompanied by two granddaughters who care for him and he is in a wheelchair.  He has severe expressive aphasia and right-sided hemiplegia.  He does smile and nod appropriately for many questions.  No recent hospitalizations or procedures.  The granddaughters assured negative review of systems.
Medications:  I want to highlight prednisone 2.5 mg daily, atenolol is 25 mg daily, Plavix 75 mg daily, Keppra 750 mg twice a day, Lipitor 80 mg daily, vitamin B12, fish oil and vitamin D3.
Physical Examination:  Weight 170 pounds, pulse 58 and blood pressure 116/76.  His lungs are clear.  Heart is regular without murmur or rub.  Abdomen is soft without ascites.  He does have a brace in the right lower leg and trace of ankle edema on the left.
Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done February 26, 2026.  Hemoglobin is 16.7, normal white count and normal platelets.  His creatinine is 2.12, estimated GFR is 32, albumin is 4.5, phosphorus 3.1, calcium 9.7, sodium 139, potassium 4.2 and carbon dioxide 23.
Assessment and Plan:
1. Stage IIIB chronic kidney disease with stable creatinine levels.  We have asked the granddaughters to make sure he gets lab studies done every three months.
2. Type II diabetes diet-controlled and currently stable.
3. Sarcoidosis with history of high calcium levels currently normal and he will have a followup visit with this practice in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
