Dear Dr. Wiggins:

This is a followup for Carol with chronic kidney disease, kidney stones and hypertension.  Last visit in October.  Progressive weight loss on Mounjaro, presently 230 before 248.  Denies vomiting, reflux, diarrhea or bleeding.  This time of the year a lot of allergies, congestion, drainage and cough.  No increase of dyspnea.  No purulent material.  No chest pain or palpitation.  No smoking.  A1c is improving.  Blood pressure at home 108/60.
Review of System:  Other review of system is done negative.
Medications:  Mounjaro, off the metformin, only blood pressure losartan, diabetes and cholesterol treatment.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure 133/57.  Lungs are clear.  No respiratory distress.  No arrhythmia.  Obesity of the abdomen.  Minimal edema nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries from April, creatinine 1.5, before 125 and 118.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  Normal albumin and calcium.  Phosphorus elevated 5.3.  GFR of 36.  No anemia.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB progression.  No symptoms.  Weight loss on medications.  Blood pressure at home in the low side but not symptomatic.  Full dose of losartan.  No anemia.  Monitor phosphorus for binders.  Other chemistries is stable.  Repeat chemistries and update urine sample including protein to creatinine ratio.  Persistent changes.  We will do a kidney ultrasound, the last one is already many years back.  Avoid antiinflammatory agents.  There has been no recent passing a stone.  Continue to follow.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
