Dear Dr. Khabir:
This is a followup for Mr. Graham with congenital absence of the left kidney and chronic kidney disease.  Last visit in October.  He is a resident at Gross Minor Assisted Living.  Comes accompanied with daughter.  He uses a walker.  Keeps himself physically active.  Enjoys the company of the other residents.  Does not like too much the food provided, but he is eating okay.  Chronic memory issues.  No reported vomiting.  No blood or melena.  No changes in the urine.  No chest pain, palpitation or increase of dyspnea.  Has seen yourself as well as cardiology within the last few weeks and everything is stable.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight Toprol and Lasix.
Physical Examination:  Present blood pressure 108/62 this is on the right-sided large cuff.  Lungs are clear.  No respiratory distress.  No pericardial rub.  No gross ascites.  No gross edema.
Labs:  Chemistries April, creatinine 2.1, which is still baseline.  No gross anemia.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  Normal albumin, calcium and phosphorus.  Present GFR of 30.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB-IV for the most part is stable.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  Blood pressure in the low side, not symptomatic.  No symptoms of uremia.  No need for EPO treatment.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Present chemistries are stable.  Continue same diet and cholesterol management.  For enlargement of the prostate they want to use Proscar and there should be no contraindication.  Come back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
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
