Dear Dr. Powers:
This is a followup for Mr. Hanson with pancreas and kidney transplant in 2018.  Last visit in October.  Isolated diarrhea for about two weeks.  No nausea or vomiting.  No fever.  Some gas pain but no localized discomfort.  Hemorrhoids were irritated some bleeding, already improved.  Stools are back to normal.  Hydrating himself.  No other family members affected.  Taking his kidney and pancreas transplant medications.
Review of System:  Extensive review of systems is negative.  He is going to discuss with surgeon to do a colonoscopy, prior one was before the transplant.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight long-acting tacro, prednisone, Myfortic, for blood pressure Norvasc and beta-blockers.
Physical Examination:  Today weight 166, previously 177 and blood pressure 143/67.  Legally blind.  No respiratory distress.  Normal speech.  No facial asymmetry.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No abdominal discomfort or tenderness.  Increased bowel sounds, he just ate.  No edema nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries April, normal creatinine.  No anemia.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  Normal amylase and lipase.  Tacro therapeutic 7.7, our goal is 4 to 8.  No albumin in the urine.  Normal glucose.
Assessment and Plan:  Pancreas and kidney transplant in 2018.  Kidney transplant normal.  Pancreas function normal.  Therapeutic level of tacro.  High risk medications immunosuppressants.  Isolated diarrhea without effects.  Normal blood pressure.  Has lost weight but no lightheadedness.  No syncope.  All chemistries are stable.  Come back in six months.  I have nothing to suggest active infection like cytomegalovirus or others.  No evidence of sepsis.  Symptoms have resolved.  I do not believe effect of Myfortic, nothing to suggest rejection.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
