Dear Dr. Power:

This is a followup for Mrs. Sun.  Comes accompanied with son who helps translate to English they speak Chinese.  Last visit in October.  They spend the winter in Taiwan.
Review of System:  I did an extensive review of system negative.  Few days ago some upper respiratory symptoms, but otherwise no fever, no distress, no hemoptysis and no dyspnea.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight lisinopril and Norvasc.  Recently added Lipitor without side effects and already taking fenofibrate.
Physical Examination:  Today blood pressure 142/68 on the left-sided, at home 120/70.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs and cardiovascular normal.  No ascites.  No edema nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries March, creatinine 1.39.  She has fluctuated 1.2 and 1.3 so still is close to baseline.  Present GFR 37 stage IIIB.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  Normal albumin, calcium and liver testing.  Mild anemia 12.9.  Normal white blood cell and platelets.  Elevated cholesterol and triglycerides.  PTH not elevated.  Vitamin D25 above 30.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB stable.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  Blood pressure in the office fair control, at home well controlled, tolerating lisinopril among others.  No need for EPO treatment.  No need to change diet for potassium or bicarbonate.  Phosphorus should include part of the chemistries.  Agree with cholesterol and triglyceride treatment.  Presently not causing any side effects, muscle pain or leakage.  Continue physical activity and salt restriction.  Come back before traveling to Taiwan in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
