The patient was seen today for a face-to-face evaluation. This face-to-face will be shared with the hospice medical director. The patient is currently in his second benefit period extending from 02/12/2026 to 05/12/2026.
This is a 65-year-old gentleman on hospice with alcoholic cirrhosis of the liver. The patient is sitting on the couch at the time of the evaluation. What can be noticed is that the patient is quite weak. The patient has lost a tremendous amount of muscle mass in his lower extremities. His MAC has dropped from 20 cm to 19.4. His blood pressure is 136/88 with O2 saturation of 95%. He appears to be short of breath with speaking. He is thin. He is debilitated. He is weak. The patient does continue to smoke and drink alcohol at this time. He also suffers from ascites, hyperlipidemia, viral hepatitis C and hypertension. The patient has a 10-pound weight loss since the last time the patient was seen. He appears quite weak and debilitated. The patient’s comorbidities were discussed. PPS is at 40%. He is ADL dependent and bowel and bladder incontinent. He is sleeping 8 to 10 hours a day.

Given the natural progression of his liver disease, he most likely has less than six months to live. 
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
