Mr. Green is a 78-year-old gentleman, currently on hospice with senile degeneration of the brain. Mr. Green was seen today for face-to-face evaluation. Mr. Green is currently in his third benefit period extending from 02/27/2026 to 04/27/2026.
Mr. Green is a 78-year-old gentleman with hospice diagnoses of senile degeneration of the brain, dementia and CVA. The patient has continued to lose weight. His MAC is at 30 cm consistent with weight loss. He is ADL dependent. He has pedal edema related to his protein-calorie malnutrition. The caretaker tells me that he is not sleeping at night. He is lying on a mattress on the floor. He refuses to get up and does not like to be touched. He becomes very aggressive at times. He is very confused. His FAST score is at 7C. He is ADL dependent. He is bowel and bladder incontinent. He is not oriented to person, place or time. His O2 saturation is hovering around 94%. Blood pressure 140/60. Pulse 88. The patient is eating less, about 20-30% of his meals. He has shown increased aggressiveness which will be reported to the hospice medical director. He is currently taking medication to handle that, but at times it is not successful. He stays up all night and he sleeps all day. These are all consistent with both functional and physical decline especially his FAST score declined and PPS down to 30% at this time also consistent with his senile degeneration of the brain. It is also consistent with symptoms and functional decline related to his hospice diagnoses. Given natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live and remains hospice appropriate.
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
