CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 44-year-old male with shortness of breath.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 44-year-old male who reports shortness of breath and further states that he stops breathing during his sleep at night. He notes that his female friend states that he stops breathing at nighttime. He further reports chest tightness which occurs spontaneously and randomly. The chest pain is sometimes associated with diaphoresis and palpitations. He had been referred for treadmill testing. Treadmill test was noted to be unremarkable. The patient is now seen in followup. He is clinically doing well.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Exam is otherwise unremarkable.
PLAN: No further followup necessary. He exercised 20 minutes 16 seconds on the treadmill per Bruce Protocol. Test was stopped because of dyspnea. There were no anginal symptoms. Baseline ECG demonstrates a sinus rhythm of 88 beats per minute, nonspecific ST elevation, otherwise unremarkable. There were no significant ST/T-wave changes. There was no ectopy. Test was negative for both angina and ischemia.
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
