SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Ana is a 53-year-old Caucasian female living with her boyfriend at 28388 Queens Court, Warren, Michigan 48093. She has been in treatment for attention deficit hyperactivity disorder, also for depression and mood changes, which sometimes more common during the menstrual recycle. The patient described that she has been doing very well. Medication is working and she noticed 50% improvement with the fluoxetine 20 mg daily and Adderall 20 mg daily. She was alert and oriented, able to focus, attentive, and productive. No irritability, agitation, or any suicidal or homicidal behavior.
