Dear Dr. McConnon:

This is a followup for Emily with chronic kidney disease with atrophy of the left kidney.  Last visit a year ago.  Did have COVID symptomatic requiring antiviral.  No hospital admission.  No oxygen, already improving, last part of March.  Also left-sided knee scope because of torn meniscus.  No restricted mobility.  No physical therapy or pain medications.  Minor degree of dyspnea and palpitations, which is baseline.
Review of System:  Extensively done being negative.
Present Medications:  Flonase and famotidine.
Physical Examination:  Weight is stable 101 and blood pressure 101/64.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No ascites.  No edema nonfocal.  Various slender built.  Minor degree of acrocyanosis.  No ulcers.  No induration.  No discolor.  No gangrene.
Labs:  Chemistries May, creatinine 1.19, which is close to baseline this is from a year ago all these will need to be updated.  We will include electrolytes, acid base, calcium, phosphorus, nutrition, cell count, PTH and urine.
Assessment and Plan:  Atrophy of the left kidney.  Kidney function is stable.  No symptoms.  We will see what the new chemistry shows.  We will advise according to those results.  As indicated above, we are monitoring different levels associated to kidney disease.  No changes on medications.  Classes are finishing and she will be on vacation until September.  Come back in a year.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
