Dear Dr. Moutsatson:

This is a followup for Linda with deceased donor renal transplant in 2015 and underlying history of lupus nephritis.  Last visit was in November.  Follows with rheumatology in Lansing.  No hospital admission.  Due for eye exam in July every six months.
Review of System:  Extensive review of system done being negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I want to highlight the tacro, Myfortic and prednisone.  She follows through Trinity Grand Rapids Transplant Center, blood pressure losartan, Norvasc for osteoporosis once a month long-acting bisphosphonates.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 126 and blood pressure by nurse 145/84 and blood pressure home 120s-130s/60s.  No respiratory distress.  Alert and oriented x4.  No skin or musical abnormalities.  Lungs and cardiovascular normal.  No kidney transplant tenderness.  No ascites or edema nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries, creatinine at 1, which is stable and GFR around 60.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  Mild anemia 13.3.
Assessment and Plan:  Deceased donor renal transplant and underlying history of lupus nephritis.  No evidence of activity.  Tacro has been therapeutic.  High risk medication immunosuppressants.  Blood pressure at home appears well controlled.  Has not required EPO treatment.  Present electrolytes, acid base, nutrition, calcium and phosphorus normal.  Continue osteoporosis treatment.  Continue follow up exposure to Plaquenil.  To be seen by transplant center in September.  We will see her six months after.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
