Dear Dr. Horsley:

This is a followup for Mr. Heminger with chronic kidney disease from prior obstructive uropathy related to prostate cancer and hypertension.  Comes accompanied with wife.  Last visit in November.  There is decreased hearing.  Follows through Central Michigan University from years.  Denies hospital emergency room.  Follows every six months urology Dr. Stockhald.  He mentioned postvoidal residual around 100 to 200.  Not doing any self catheterization.  No infection in the urine, cloudiness or blood.  Also follows with cardiology.
Review of System:  Extensive review of system done being negative.
Present Medications:  Present medications review.  I will highlight the HCTZ, lisinopril, Norvasc, terazosin, beta-blockers, for prostate the Flomax, terazosin and on cholesterol treatment.  No antiinflammatory agents.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 214, has gained weight and blood pressure at home 130s/70s, here 129/81.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  Increased S1, follows cardiology at Bay City.  Has a pacemaker appears regular.  No pericardial rub.  Overweight of the abdomen.  No ascites or tenderness.  Stable edema 2+.  No cellulitis.  Nonfocal.  Does have decreased hearing.  Normal speech.
Labs:  Chemistries, creatinine at 1.2, which is better than baseline and present GFR will be in the upper 50s and lower 60s.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  No gross anemia.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III or better improved, prior changes at the time of prostate cancer, urinary retention and hydronephrosis.  Follows with urology.  Monitoring postvoidal residual.  Blood pressure appears to be well controlled.  Normal potassium and acid base.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Continue present regimen.  He follows with cardiology.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
