Dear Mrs. Berkner:

This is a followup for Diane who has right-sided nephrectomy as a young person from an accident with chronic kidney disease.  Last visit in November.  Well controlled ulcerative colitis.  No recurrence of gout.  Trying to be physically active, besides home work does 2 miles walking a day most of the days.  Psoriasis also well controlled.
Review of System:  Done extensively being negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  Remains on allopurinol, diltiazem for palpitations and on biological treatment as well as oral balsalazide.
Physical Examination:  Present weight is stable 138 and blood pressure in the office high, by nurse 170/97, I checked it myself 152/76 on the left-sided, at home 120s-130s/70s.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  No ascites.  No edema nonfocal.  Mild decreased hearing.  Normal speech.
Labs:  Chemistries, creatinine 1.35, which is baseline and GFR 39 stage IIIB.  Normal sodium and potassium.  Mild metabolic acidosis.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  Uric acid well controlled at 4.3.  Anemia 11.9.
Assessment and Plan:  Right-sided nephrectomy from an accident and chronic kidney disease stable.  No progression.  No dialysis.  Blood pressure at home well controlled.  White-coat hypertension in our office.  No recurrence of uric acid gout.  Well controlled psoriasis as well as ulcerative colitis.  Anemia has not required EPO treatment.  Other chemistries are stable.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
