Dear Roberta:
This is a followup for Mr. Williams with chronic kidney disease and kidney stones.  Last visit in November.  No abdominal flank pain, urinary symptoms or hematuria.  No hospital emergency room.  Blood pressure in the office 110s/60s.
Review of System:  Extensive review of systems done being negative.
Medications:  Takes metoprolol as the only blood pressure.
Physical Examination:  Present weight up to 187 before 178 ?, and blood pressure here 111/80.  Alert and oriented x4.  No respiratory distress.  Respiratory and cardiovascular normal.  Overweight of the abdomen.  No ascites or tenderness.  No edema nonfocal.
Labs:  Chemistries, creatinine 1.7 and GFR 40 baseline.  Review labs done.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB stable.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.  Underlying hypertension prior stones, presently not active.  Normal electrolytes, acid base, nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  No need for EPO treatment.  No need for phosphorus binders.  No need for bicarbonate.  All chemistries are stable.  Come back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
