CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for annual physical exam and also complaining of left foot pain.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has recurrence of pain in the left foot. He had a surgery done year and half ago. The pain level is 5 or 6 upon exertion and it is relieved after resting. The patient has changed shoes at least two in the last four months.
