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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS

The patient tells me that she was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was during 1980s.  The patient does not remember the exact date.  The patient was working in Oakland, California.  The patient was on duty with active duty during that time according to the patient.  The patient was walking on a street near her house.  The patient tells me that she was jumped by somebody.  She was outside the Army Base.  The patient does not remember what happened.  She was hit in the head.  She was hit on the left side of the head.  The patient tells me that she had a significant injury to the left side of the head.  The patient had bleeding.  The patient had a laceration.  The patient has instant headache, confusion and disorientation.  The patient fell down to the ground.  The patient was evaluated at the hospital.  The patient received multiple stitches in the back of her head on the left side.
Since the event, the patient has significant head pain.  The patient tells me that she is painful in the back of her head almost every day.  Intensity is 5/10.  The patient tells me that it is affecting her focus and concentration.  The patient tells me, every time she tries to lie down, she has pain in the back of the head.  It is affecting her vision.  It is also affecting her memory.  The patient has significant difficulty to focus.
The symptoms are affecting her job.  The patient is not able to focus on work.  The patient tells me that chronic headaches are affecting her job.  The headaches are affecting her concentration and focus.  She also has poor memory from that.  The patient tells me that her poor memory is affecting her job performance.

It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  In the 1980s, the patient was attacked in Oakland, California while she was in active duty.  The patient was attacked from behind.  She tells me that some object hit the back of the head that she had immediate confusion, disorientation and severe head pain.  The patient had a significant laceration in the scalp.  The patient was evaluated at the hospital.  The patient had received multiple stitches in the back of the head.  The patient has severe head pain for many days.  Since the event, the patient has significant headache mostly in the back of the head mostly when she is lying down on back of the head.  She also has significant poor memory.  It is affecting her concentration and focus at work.  Her poor memory is also affecting her job.
The patient is not able to perform well at work.  It is my opinion that the chronic headache, memory deficit, concentration and focus, are all signs and symptoms from the traumatic brain injury.
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
