Dear Dr. Holmes:
This is a followup for Veronica with chronic kidney disease likely from exposure long-standing to Celebrex, which has been discontinued on the last visit in December.  Has been treated in the hospital for urinary tract infection after three failed courses of antibiotics.  Complications of high potassium from exposure to Bactrim.  Presently, weight and appetite is stable.  Denies vomiting.  No dysphagia.  No diarrhea.  Chronic incontinence; she wears a pad.  There is left foot #2 toe infection MRSA, Pseudomonas.  Initially, received Augmentin, then changed to Zyvox, follows with the Wound Clinic.  Presently, no fever.  The inflammatory changes appear improved.  Stable dyspnea.  Denies smoking, purulent material, hemoptysis or oxygen.
Review of Systems:  Other review of systems is negative.

Medications:  Lisinopril discontinued and presently on amlodipine, on metformin, Lipitor, aspirin, BuSpar, Zyrtec, Cymbalta, Lexapro, cholesterol management and beta-blockers.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 214 pounds and blood pressure by nurse was high at 162/93.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  Has a systolic murmur.  Follows with cardiology.  No pericardial rub.  Overweight of the abdomen.  No tenderness.  Stable edema.
Labs:  Chemistries from March; creatinine 1.13, which is an improvement from baseline.  Off the ACE inhibitors.  Representing a GFR 55.  Normal sodium, potassium and acid base.  Normal nutrition and calcium.  Phosphorus less than 4.8.  Anemia 10.2.
Assessment and Plan:  Recent acute kidney injury and hyperkalemia from exposure to Bactrim.  Prior long-term exposure to anti-inflammatory agents that was discontinued.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy or pericarditis.
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Blood pressure in the office is poorly controlled.  Needs to be checked and medications adjusted.  Continue diabetes treatment.  Anemia has not required EPO treatment.  No need for phosphorus binders.  She is on treatment for rheumatoid arthritis, exposed to biological treatment and sulfasalazine.  Next blood test in few months.  All issues discussed with the patient.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
