Dear Dr. Ernest:
This is a followup for Mr. King with advanced renal failure.  Has biopsy proven diabetic nephropathy and hypertension.  Last visit in January.  Comes accompanied with wife.  No hospital admission.  Stable emphysema.  Uses oxygen at home.  No purulent, material or hemoptysis.  No fever.  Follows with Dr. Obeid.  Stable edema.  No vomiting.  No diarrhea, bleeding or changes in urination.  No falls.
Review of System:  Otherwise review of system done.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  For low blood pressure midodrine on diuretics and remains on pain control Norco.
Physical Examination:  Today blood pressure 118/78.  Emphysema.  Decreased hearing.  Normal speech.  Chronic dyspnea.  Chronic respiratory distress.  No pericardial rub.  No gross ascites.  Stable edema.  Normal speech.
Labs:  Chemistries, creatinine 3.1, which is baseline representing a GFR 20.  Normal sodium, potassium and acid base.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  Normal glucose.  Anemia 10.4.
Assessment and Plan:  Biopsy proven diabetic nephropathy and hypertension presently stage IV.  No symptoms to start dialysis.  Anemia and EPO if hemoglobin less than 10.  Present diet and potassium stable.  No need for bicarbonate replacement.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Continue management of underlying emphysema.  CT scan of the chest without contrast has been done, but report is not available.  Continue chemistries in a regular basis.  He has severe cervical disc problems including spinal stenosis and foraminal stenosis.  He will not however a candidate for surgery.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
