Dear Haley:
This is a followup for Mrs. Jackson with chronic kidney disease, hypertension and prior right-sided nephrectomy.  Last visit in November.  Feeling tired all the time.  No hospital admission.  No gastrointestinal symptoms.  No urinary problems.  Denies chest pain, palpitation, dyspnea, orthopnea or PND.
Review of System:  Done.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight Toprol and ARB valsartan.
Physical Examination:  Today blood pressure 141/94.  The dose of beta-blockers just increased few days ago.  Lungs are clear.  No respiratory distress.  No pericardial rub.  No ascites or edema nonfocal.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries, stable creatinine 1.42 and GFR 40 stage IIIB.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  Anemia 12.4.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB prior right-sided nephrectomy stable.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No obstruction.  Anemia has not required EPO treatment.  No need to change diet or phosphorus binders.  Tolerating ARB with normal potassium and acid base.  Chemistries are stable.  Come back in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
