CC: Increasing confusion and now wheelchair dependent.
HPI: A 90-year-old female seen in MC, she was in the day room with other residents sitting in her wheelchair. The patient previously would walk short distances with her walker and the wheelchair was for transport over distance. She is now not weight-bearing, so she is wheelchair dependent. Overall, she stated that she felt good. She denied any pain, sleeping through the night and she seems to have adapted well to Memory Care; I am told that she is more involved in activities.
DIAGNOSES: Severe unspecified dementia without BPSD, polyarthritis of knees right greater than left, hypothyroid, allergic rhinitis, HTN, HLD, GERD and vertigo, which is decreased and medically managed.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 03/19/2026 note.
ALLERGIES: NITROFURANTOIN.
DIET: Regular with thin liquid.
CODE STATUS: DNR.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient was seated comfortably in her wheelchair in the day area. She was pleasant and interactive.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 106/71, pulse 62, temperature 97.0, respiratory rate 18, oxygen saturation 99% and weight 150 pounds; a weight gain of 2 pounds.
RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Lung fields are clear. No cough and symmetric excursion.

CARDIAC: She has a regular rate and rhythm without murmur, rub, or gallop.
ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds present. No distention or tenderness.
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MUSCULOSKELETAL: Moves arms in a normal range of motion. She has good neck and truncal stability. She is propelling her manual wheelchair with her legs. Moves arms in a normal range of motion.

NEURO: She made eye contact. Her speech was clear. She seemed to recognize who I was. She is soft-spoken, gives brief answers to simple questions. Affect was animated. She seemed overall relaxed. The patient is oriented to self and Oklahoma. Soft-spoken. Clear speech. She can answer basic questions. She can tell you how she feels or what she needs though at times she is reluctant to ask for anything, needs some encouragement and affect congruent to situation.
PSYCHIATRIC: She just always appears relaxed and she has become a lot more calmer, less anxious and seems to just be going with the flow.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. Severe unspecified dementia, no recent staging and behavioral issues are not a problem at this point.
2. Polyarthritis, in particular knees, right greater than left. She remains on Norco, but has decreased the frequency. She was taking one at least four times a day and one p.r.n. She is now just taking one every eight hours and wearing a lidocaine patch to her right knee, which appears to be working for her.
3. Hypertension. Review of her BPs, she tends to run low, but well controlled on monotherapy, so no changes.
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
