Dear Ms. Tripp:
This is a telemedicine followup visit for Mrs. Adkins with stage IIIB-IV chronic kidney disease, diabetic nephropathy, atrial fibrillation and hypertension.  It is telemedicine because she resides in Marquette, Michigan, but does wish to have contact with this office as long as possible.  Her daughter Joyce is also present for the telemedicine visit.  She has been feeling well.  No chest pain or palpitations.  No dyspnea, cough or sputum production.  No recent hospitalizations or procedures.  No bowel changes, blood or melena.  No urinary tract infections so urine is clear without cloudiness or blood.  No peripheral edema.
Medications:  She is on Eliquis 2.5 mg twice a day, Zocor is 20 mg daily, eye vitamins and vitamin D3.
Physical Examination:  We do not have weight, but blood pressure is 125/94 and pulse is 81 on the home blood pressure monitor.
Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done April 29, 2026.  Creatinine was higher than her usual levels of 1.7 with estimated GFR of 27, previous two levels were 1.2 and 1.5, phosphorus was 4.2, albumin 3.9, calcium is 10, her white count is 6.8, hemoglobin 13.0, and platelets 195,000.  She also has had creatinine levels that have fluctuated, the last time it was greater than 1.7 was April 10, 2019, when it was 2.0, but her usual ranges between 1.2 to 1.5 so this is slightly higher than usual so we will have her due labs in one month again so at the early June we will have her repeat these labs and a lab order will be mailed up to her at the Marquette Residence and then hopefully that will have returned to baseline and we can check those every three months thereafter.
Assessment and Plan:
1. Type II diabetes controlled by diet.
2. Hypertension excellent control and we will have followup telemedicine visit with this patient in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
