CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of accidental fall, right knee pain, left knee pain, right foot pain, and both legs pain.

SUBJECTIVE: Information was obtained from the daughter who stated that the patient was getting ready to go outside and she slipped on the hallway injuring her both knees and both feet.
The patient came today with her daughter stating that she slipped on the hallway resulting in multiple injuries. The patient was taken to the emergency room and she had extensive evaluation and there were no fractured bones. The patient was given pain medication and no other instructions.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, double vision, ear pain, cough, nausea, vomiting, skin rashes, or open wounds.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypertension and she is on amlodipine 2.5 mg tablet one tablet daily with food.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: Pain in the right knee joint and left knee joint without any joint effusion, also there is soft tissue pain and tenderness of both legs without any ischemic changes. The patient has prominent varicose veins in both the legs and she had premature ventricular beat on EKG.
