CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of left jaw pain, numbness and tingling of the upper and lower extremities, feet swelling on both sides and followup for anemia.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has noticed pain on the left side of the jaw for the past month and it is progressively getting worse. The patient has not used any medication and he denied biting any hard food. The patient never had this problem before.

The patient is complaining of numbness and tingling of the upper and lower extremities. His fasting blood glucose was reviewed and was on higher side. The patient is advised on low-carb diet and check blood sugars twice a day and keep a log. The patient is able to ambulate without any difficulty.
The patient has noticed puffy feet both sides without any pain or redness and he had similar episode last year.

The patient came today as a followup for anemia and he is scheduled for iron studies. The patient denied any shortness of breath or chest pain.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, ear pain, cough, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, blood in the stool or change in the stool color, urinary incontinence, calf swelling, calf pain or skin rashes.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for chronic bronchitis and he is on albuterol inhaler two puffs four times a day as needed.

The patient has a history of hypertension and he is on amlodipine 10 mg tablet once a day.

The patient has a history of diabetes and he is on glipizide 2.5 mg tablet daily, Tradjenta 5 mg tablet one a day, and metformin 500 mg tablet two tablets twice a day along with low-carb diet.

The patient has a history of hypercholesterolemia and he is on rosuvastatin 10 mg tablet once a day along with low-fat diet.

The patient has a history of anxiety disorder and he is on sertraline 25 mg tablet one tablet daily.
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SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with his wife and son. The patient never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use. Otherwise, he is very active at home.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Unremarkable except tenderness of the left TMJ.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness.
EXTREMITIES: Trace of pedal edema bilaterally without any tenderness and no calf swelling. Extremities are unremarkable.
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
