CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of vertigo, vomiting, neck pain, and abnormal EKG.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he felt dizzy and he has a history of vertigo and symptoms what he had last year with associated vomiting. There was no abdominal pain and did not vomit any blood.

The patient has neck pain on and off and it is worse upon exertion. Wife stated that the patient does have pain during nighttime, but there is no radiation of pain to the upper extremities.

The patient had EKG done recently and found to have supraventricular tachycardia then the patient had Holter monitor which showed five or six beats of SVT; otherwise unremarkable. The patient at this time has no palpitation and no history of alcohol use or excessive caffeine use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, double vision, ear pain, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling, calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for gout and he is on allopurinol 100 mg tablet once a day.

The patient also has a history of vitamin D deficiency and he is on vitamin D3 supplements 50,000 units once a week.

The patient has a history of diabetes and he is on metformin 500 mg tablet one tablet twice a day along with low-carb diet.

The patient has a history of hypercholesterolemia and he is on rosuvastatin 5 mg tablet once a day along with low-fat diet.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with his wife. He is currently retired. He never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use. Otherwise, he is very active.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Unremarkable.

NECK: Supple. There is no nystagmus.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur. There are no carotid bruits.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema or tremors.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Examination reveals no significant tenderness of the cervical soft tissue and range of movement is slightly reduced and painful; otherwise, the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.

I had a long discussion with the patient regarding treatment plan and all his questions are answered to his satisfaction and he verbalized full understanding.
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
