Dear Mrs. Draper:
This is a followup for Mrs. Earegood with chronic kidney disease and history of Sjögren syndrome.  Comes accompanied with husband.  Last visit December.  Did have a fall, right-sided total hip replacement, minor wound infection that has healed.  Completed outpatient physical therapy.  Has irritable bowel syndrome with frequent loose stools, but no bleeding.  Presently, no chest pain, palpitation or lightheadedness.  She is unsteady, uses a cane; I advised to use a walker.  Has chronic incontinence, but no infection, cloudiness or blood.
Review of Systems:  Done.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  Off the Celebrex. Stable dry mucosa taking pilocarpine, remains on Plaquenil and antidepressants, nothing for blood pressure.
Physical Examination:  Today, blood pressure 108/61.  Lungs are clear.  No arrhythmia.  Obesity of the abdomen.  No edema.  Nonfocal.  The surgical wound on the right groin with no active infection or induration.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries from March; creatinine improved 1.1, previously 1.22 and present GFR 50 stage III.  Anemia and large red blood cells.  Other labs review stable.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III stable.  No progression.  No symptoms.  Anemia has not required EPO treatment.  Iron studies need to be updated.  Presently, normal electrolytes and acid base.  Normal nutrition and calcium.  Normal liver function tests.  Phosphorus needs to be part of the chemistries.  Off anti-inflammatory agents.  Irritable bowel; occasionally, diarrhea, not severe, clinically stable.  Come back in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
