Dear Dr. Holmes:

This is a followup for Larry with chronic kidney disease.  Last visit July to have upper teeth removed, so he can fit a denture.  Spent in Florida for six months, came back just few days ago May 2nd, was treated for skin cancer on the left side of the face, an episode of emergency room evaluation with unresponsiveness, negative workup, was not admitted.  No stroke.  No heart attack.  No bleeding.  Chronic frequency and nocturia.  Denies infection, cloudiness, blood or incontinence.  Diarrhea on Metamucil well controlled.  Sleep apnea on CPAP machine.  No oxygen.
Review of Systems:  Done.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight ARB valsartan, beta-blockers, off diuretics, remains on potassium, on cholesterol treatment and diabetes.  No anti-inflammatory agents.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure today 150/80 on the right side. There is a gap between 150 and 120. This was done twice, similar results.  No respiratory distress.  Respiratory and cardiovascular with no major abnormalities.  Weight is stable 160.  No ascites.  No edema.  Nonfocal.
Labs:  Recent chemistries only for cholesterol, which is well controlled.  Diabetes A1c 6.4.  ProBNP not elevated.  Blood test will need to be updated.  Chemistries from a year ago; his GFR was in the 50s stage III.
Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III clinically stable, but blood test needs to be updated.  Has normal size kidneys without obstruction.  No urinary retention.  There are bilateral renal cysts, however, not suspicious for malignancy.  Prior stone was removed; it was causing obstruction at that time.
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Blood pressure on the upper side systolic predominance, needs to check it at home before we change medications.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy or pericarditis. Tolerating ARB.  Monitor potassium, acid base, calcium, phosphorus, nutrition and cell count.  Update urine for protein to creatinine ratio.  Further advice with results.  Otherwise, come back next year on his way back from Florida.

All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
