Melissa has been my patient for last several years. She had history of pulmonary embolism since 2009 and deep vein thrombosis subsequently few times thereafter. The patient has been on anticoagulation for last 15 plus years. She comes here for evaluation today. She does not have any symptoms. The patient was on Lovenox in the past. She has been on Coumadin since she takes 6 mg Monday through Saturday and 3 mg on Sunday. 

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: Includes gastric bypass few years ago and history of hypertension.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Today, she weighs 252 pounds, height 5 feet 2 inches, and blood pressure 117/77.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.

LABS: Her recent INR was 2.3.

DIAGNOSIS: History of pulmonary embolism and deep vein thrombosis in past since 2009. She has been on Coumadin since then.
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RECOMMENDATIONS: Her INR has been between 2 and 3 most of the time she has been on this dose of Coumadin for last several years so she might need PT/INR check every so often I think once a month might suffice.
