CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient is a 54-year-old male scheduled for left rotator cuff repair.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 54-year-old male who reports an industrial injury to the left shoulder in November 2024. He then underwent surgery in March 2025. He continued with pain, which he described as sharp and as if there was a nail in his left shoulder. Pain is rated 7/10. It is nonradiating. It is associated with decreased range of motion. The patient was evaluated by Dr. Strudwick and felt to require surgical intervention. The patient has had no chest pain, shortness of breath, or palpitation.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Hypertension.

2. Crohn's disease.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY:
1. Right rotator cuff tear.

2. Left rotator cuff tear.

3. Neck surgery.

4. Right inguinal hernia.

5. Umbilical herniorrhaphy.

MEDICATIONS:

1. Amlodipine 10 mg one daily.

2. Losartan/hydrochlorothiazide 50/12.5 mg one daily.

3. Norco 10 mg daily p.r.n.

ALLERGIES: CORTISONE? results in pain.

FAMILY HISTORY: Maternal grandmother with diabetes. Father died with unknown cancer.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Notes rare alcohol use, but denies cigarettes or drug use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Constitutional: He has had fatigue and weight gain.

Neck: He reports stiffness and pain.

Gastrointestinal: Constipation.
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Neurologic: He has headache and dizziness.

Psychiatric: The patient reports insomnia.

Review of systems is otherwise unremarkable.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 143/81, pulse 75, respiratory rate 16, height 70 inches, and weight 216.2 pounds.

Musculoskeletal: Left shoulder demonstrates tenderness on abduction to approximately 85 degrees. There is tenderness on external rotation. There is decreased range of motion present.

DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm 71 bpm. Nonspecific T-wave changes are noted.

IMPRESSION: This is a 54-year-old male with an industrial injury to the left shoulder who previously underwent surgery and is now requiring additional surgery. He has hypertension, which is not controlled, but not prohibitive with regards to his current surgery. He has a borderline abnormal ECG, but no symptoms of cardiovascular disease. The patient is felt to be clinically stable for his procedure. He is cleared for same.
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
