CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with high fasting blood glucose and followup for atherosclerotic heart disease.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that his fasting blood glucose is ranging from 140-170 mg/dL and sometimes he has dryness of mouth associated with numbness and tingling; otherwise unremarkable.

The patient came today as a followup for coronary artery disease with coronary angio graft.
