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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS

The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was on June 1, 2009, the patient was in Fort Benning in Georgia.  The patient was attending a master preacher demo training exercise.  The patient tells me that he was the training on explosive wall charges.  The patient tells me that there was this wall charge with C6 bombs.  The patient tells me as the bomb went off, the patient fell a shockwave.  The shockwave instantly caused him to have stomach queasiness.  The patient instantly felt dizzy.  The patient had nausea and vomiting that night.  The patient tells me that he was feeling not well for the rest of that day.
Since this event, the patient tells me that he has significant memory loss, headaches and outbursts of anger.  The patient was also diagnosed of PTSD.

The patient is currently not working.
It is my impression that the patient did not sustain traumatic brain injury.  The patient in 2009, at Fort Benning Georgia was in training exercises for explosives.  There was this wall charge C6 bomb explosion.  The patient tells me that the shockwave caused him to have dizziness, stomach queasy, and nausea.  The patient tells me since the event, the patient had memory loss, headaches, and outbursts of anger.  It is my impression that the injury was not severe enough to cause traumatic brain injury.  It is my suspicion that his outbursts of anger, memory loss, probably likely related to posttraumatic stress disorder PTSD.
