CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of pain in the gum and followup for varicose veins of the lower extremities.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that her gum has been bothering her for the past five to six days. Initially it was bleeding, but now there is no more bleeding. She had similar episode two years ago.

The patient came today as a followup for varicose veins and she started feeling better.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, swallowing difficulty, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, or rashes.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Oropharyngeal examination reveals tenderness of the gums both upper and lower dentures and there is no tooth decay.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

EXTREMITIES: No pedal edema or calf tenderness. Varicose veins are less prominent. The patient is using compression stockings.
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
