CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today complaining of stomach burning sensation, acid reflux, upper bowel distention, and followup for chronic bronchitis.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient went to the emergency room few days ago complaining of indigestion and he has partial intestinal obstruction. The patient was kept in the hospital for few days and his intestine obstruction improved. The patient was then sent home in a stable condition and now he has good bowel movements daily. There is no nausea or vomiting.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, sore throat, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for chronic bronchitis and he is on albuterol inhaler two puffs three times a day as needed.

The patient has a history of hypercholesterolemia and he is on atorvastatin 40 mg tablet one tablet daily along with low-fat diet.

The patient has a history of coronary artery disease and he is on clopidogrel 6.25 mg tablet one tablet twice a day, carvedilol 6.25 mg tablet one tablet twice a day, and montelukast sodium 10 mg tablet one tablet daily as needed.
The patient is on Ranolazine 500 mg tablet extended release one tablet twice a day. The patient has constipation and he is on Colace 100 mg tablet one tablet daily along with high fiber diet.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with his son. He never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use. He is very active.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft with minimal epigastric tenderness.

There is no abdominal distention and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
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
