CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient is an 86-year-old female with murmur.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is an Indian female with history of dyspnea worsened by exertion. She has had no chest pain or palpitation during a routine evaluation by her primary care physician. She was discovered to have a murmur; for which she is now referred for evaluation. The patient has no history of syncope. She has no exertional chest pain. She has no palpitations.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Includes:

1. Rheumatoid arthritis.

2. Hypertension.

3. Gastritis.

4. Hypothyroidism.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY:
1. Bilateral knee replacement.

2. Cyst removal.

MEDICATIONS:

1. Aspirin 81 mg one daily.

2. Iron sulfate 325 mg one daily.

3. Pantoprazole 40 mg one daily.

4. Rosuvastatin 10 mg one daily.

5. Levothyroxine daily.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

FAMILY HISTORY: Unremarkable.

SOCIAL HISTORY: She is a non-English-speaking female who denies alcohol, cigarettes, or drug use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Constitutional: She has had weight gain.

HEENT: Ears: She has deafness and tinnitus. Oral Cavity: She has bleeding gums.

Neck: She has stiffness and decreased range of motion.

Respiratory: She has dyspnea.

Cardiac: She has edema.

Neurologic: She has headache.

Hematologic: She has history of anemia.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 123/56, pulse 83, respiratory rate 20, height 5’ and weight 187 pounds.

Cardiovascular: Evaluation reveals a grade 2-3 systolic murmur radiating to the carotids.

DATA REVIEW: ECG demonstrates sinus rhythm with nonspecific ST depression. Rate is approximately 60.

IMPRESSION: This 86-year-old female presents with murmur of aortic stenosis. She requires further evaluation to include echocardiogram. She may be a candidate for TAVR following echocardiogram. We will defer on further recommendations until echocardiogram is performed.
