Final Interpretation:

1. Mild-to-moderate left ventricular systolic dysfunction. Ejection fraction 40-45%.
2. Mild left ventricular diastolic dysfunction.
3. Nonspecific thickening of the one leaflet, which may suggest vegetation. Since six months ago, the patient had a history of aortic valve vegetation noted by transesophageal echocardiogram.
4. Mildly dilated ascending aorta at 4.2 cm.
Mild-to-moderate dilatation of the aortic root at 4.7 cm.
5. Moderate-to-severe aortic regurgitation.
6. Mild aortic stenosis. Aortic valve area 1.6 sq cm. Mean gradient across the aortic valve 7 mmHg. The dimensionless index is 0.4.
7. Mild-to-moderate mitral regurgitation with two jets.
8. Mild tricuspid regurgitation. Right ventricular systolic pressure 28 mmHg.
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
