CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of lightheadedness. The patient stated that she had slight first-degree burn on the left arm few days ago.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she felt lightheaded once or twice in the last one week. The patient denied any diarrhea, fever or chills. She did not pass out.

The patient also has left upper arm small area of first-degree burn. She was seen by emergency room and she has received any medication except clean bandage.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, double vision, chest pain, short of breath, palpitation, nausea, vomiting, or diarrhea.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Unremarkable.

NECK: Supple.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur and blood pressure dropped on standing up to 15 mmHg.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness.

Left upper arm has burn injury first-degree. Area is 0.5 inch x 1 inch. There is no discharge or bleeding. The wound is clean.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is ambulatory without any assistance. Romberg test is negative.
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
