CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of erectile dysfunction and followup for diabetes.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has erectile dysfunction for the last several days and he had normal total and free testosterone along with blood chemistry. The patient was given Cialis 2.5 mg in the past and was not very helpful.
The patient came today as a followup for diabetes and he is scheduled for hemoglobin A1c, lipid panel, and fasting CBC and CMP along with urine microalbumin and also stool test along with urinalysis.
