CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of right ear hearing impairment, nasal congestion, and abnormal MRI of the brain.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she has decreased hearing in the right ear and wants to be evaluated by ear specialist. The patient has this problem on and off for several months and left ear is unremarkable.

The patient also came today with a chief complaint of nasal congestion and it started four to five days ago. The patient was exposed to sickness and she did not take any over-the-counter medications. The patient had similar episode last time and she took ipratropium nasal spray with good relief.
The patient had MRI of the brain and it showed cerebellar stroke on the right side and it was chronic. There was no acute bleeding. It also showed capillary telangiectasia of the left pons. The patient does not have any headache or focal weakness. Her speech is unremarkable.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied dizziness, headache, double vision, ear pain, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities, or snoring.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypercholesterolemia and she is on atorvastatin 10 mg tablet once a day along with low-fat diet.

The patient has a history of vitamin D deficiency and she is on vitamin D3 supplements 2,000 units every day.

The patient has a history of tremors and she is on propranolol 120 mg tablet one tablet daily as per the specialist.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is single and she has no history of smoking cigarettes, alcohol use or substance abuse. The patient is very active and does exercise daily.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals clear tympanic membrane auditory canals bilaterally. Oropharyngeal examination is unremarkable. Nasal examination has congestion without any bleeding.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness or pedal edema.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance. Romberg test is negative.
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
