CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of high fasting blood glucose and followup for chronic kidney disease.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that his fasting blood glucose is ranging from 140 to 170 mg/dL. The patient has tried with diet and still the numbers are high. One time the patient was on glipizide 2.5 mg tablet twice a day and he stopped when his blood sugar improved.

The patient also came today as a followup for chronic kidney disease stage I. The patient stated that he is not taking lisinopril medication anymore and he feels healthy. His blood pressure has been stable at home.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied dizziness, headache, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.

OBJECTIVE:
