Dear Dr. Anderson:
This is a followup visit for Mr. Gimmey with hypertension, history of right nephrectomy, history of kidney stones and stable kidney function.  His last visit was May 19, 2025.  He has gained about 8 pounds over the last year and feels very healthy.  He does see Dr. Liu, the urologist, for his elevated PSA levels and because of the right nephrectomy. No nausea, vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea, blood or melena.  No chest pain, palpitations or dyspnea.  Urine is clear.  No cloudiness or visible blood and no edema.
Medications:  I want to highlight the irbesartan with hydrochlorothiazide 300/12.5 mg one daily, Zocor 80 mg daily, fish oil, multivitamin, Tylenol as needed for pain, CoQ10 and tramadol; he takes 25 mg once a day if needed for pain.
Physical Examination:  Weight 174 pounds, pulse 88 and blood pressure 124/82.  Lungs are clear.  Heart is regular.  Abdomen is soft without ascites.  No edema.
Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done 03/25/2026; creatinine 1.23, estimated GFR is greater than 60, calcium is 10.1 and albumin 4.5.  Electrolytes are normal.  Hemoglobin 14.3 with normal white count and normal platelet levels.  PSA level was elevated at 9.15.
Assessment and Plan:
1. Hypertension, well controlled.
2. History of right nephrectomy with improved creatinine levels and stage II chronic kidney disease currently.
3. History of kidney stones, none for at least the last year. The patient will have lab studies done every 6 to 12 months and he will have a followup visit with this practice in one year.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
