The patient was seen via Doxy. The patient has consented for telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Leslie is a 68-year-old married Caucasian male living with his wife Christine at 15343 Petrie St, Roseville, MI 48066. He described he is doing very well. His mood is more stable. He is functioning very normal and does not have any problem in relationship with his wife. He denies any mood swings or any problem with the sleep or appetite. He is compliant with the medication. Discussion with his wife also indicates that since hydroxyzine 25 mg twice a day was given it is a tremendous improvement and he is just like normal, he is feeling much better and I discussed further that anxiety could be the part of the problem; when he is overwhelmed with the situation, he cannot control it and does not know what he should do. In that situation, if medications are not effective, it is very important that it should be removed and ask him to walk around the house before he interacts with anyone to which his wife agreed and she described medication is working and she wants a complete refill for all the medication. He is on divalproex 500 mg twice a day, Seroquel 100 mg b.i.d., Seroquel 400 mg at bedtime, and hydroxyzine 25 mg b.i.d. A 30-day supply was ordered. No DTPs or any side effect of the medication. No suicidal or homicidal behavior. A 30-day supply was ordered. Followup appointment was given in 30 days.
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
