SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Danelle was seen for followup. She was in a good mood, pleasant affect, described that she has been feeling good. She just was surprised that she has a late appointment. However, she indicates that medication is working and she is applying for the job through the Henry Ford System and they are still in the process and going for a training. She describes she is taking all this issue not as a stress, she is looking forward to work. She denies any depression, anxiety, mood swings, any suicidal or homicidal thoughts. She also indicates the medication has been working and helping and she has no concerns. She would like to continue with the same medication. On mental examination, she was cooperative, pleasant, and appropriate. No agitation or aggression was noted. She described she would like to continue with all medication and does not want to make any changes. The patient was given insight into medication and also into the understanding about the side effects. She described so far she does not have any side effects and does not want to make any changes in her medication.

ASSESSMENT: Bipolar mood disorder stable, no involuntary movements or any symptoms of akathisia or restlessness.

PLAN: Continue with the supportive plan. I have sent the prescription for 30 days. A followup appointment was given in 30 days.
