CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of left-sided hearing impairment, chest pain, followup for prediabetes, coronary artery bypass surgery, and nicotine dependence.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he felt poor hearing in the left ear and he went to the audiologist and she recommended to see primary care physician for left ear exam. The patient stated that his hearing is less and uses hearing aids and still has the problem. His right ear is unremarkable.

The patient has dull chest pain mostly on the left side lasting for 45 minutes to an hour. Sometimes it is not related to exertion. The patient was seen by cardiologist. They did not change any medication and had a followup appointment. The chest pain happens randomly sometimes it is associated with exertion. There is no radiation of pain to the arm or to the back and there is no palpitation or sweating.

The patient came today as a followup for coronary artery bypass surgery and evaluation by cardiology few months ago and he has an appointment in the next two to three months.

The patient has history of smoking and he has started smoking again.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, double vision, ear discharge, cough, fever, chills, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, or snoring.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypercholesterolemia and he is on atorvastatin 20 mg tablet once a day along with low-fat diet.

The patient has a history of constipation and he is on Metamucil two tablespoonfuls mix with water every day and Colace 100 mg once a day as needed.

The patient has a history of prostatic cancer and he is on finasteride 5 mg tablet once a day.

The patient has a history of diabetes and he is on Trajenta 5 mg tablet one tablet daily along with low-carb diet.

The patient has a history of hypertension and he is on metoprolol 25 mg tablet one tablet daily along with low-salt diet. The patient is also on isosorbide mononitrate 60 mg tablet once daily.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with his wife and he does exercise daily. The patient has no history of smoking or alcohol use.
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OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals tympanic membranes without any discharge.
Oropharyngeal examination is unremarkable.
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Slightly obese without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance. There is no chest wall tenderness.
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
