Dear Dr. Holmes:
This is a followup for Mrs. Bernstein with prior history of partial nephrectomy clear cell cancer.  Has urinary retention.  Follows Dr. Liu.  Indwelling Foley catheter replace every four weeks.  Multiple treatments for urinary tract infection.  Presently no fever, nausea, vomiting or abdominal back pain.
Review of System:  Other review of system negative.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight Eliquis and beta-blockers.  She is on antibiotics does not recall the name, otherwise takes prophylaxis with methemine.
Physical Examination:  Weight 196.  No respiratory distress.  Respiratory and cardiovascular normal.  No edema nonfocal.  Blood pressure 111/77.
Labs:  Chemistries February, normal kidney functions.  No gross anemia.  Other labs normal.
Assessment and Plan:  Present stable kidney function, not symptomatic.  Normal electrolytes and acid base.  Has recurrent urinary tract infection, Foley catheter and urinary retention follows with urology.  She is hesitant about learning straight cath.  Blood pressure well controlled.  From the renal standpoint, I do not need to see her.  We will go standby.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
